If you watch the news, we see 
that the world is experiencing 
suffering, pain, and warfare. 
Those realities are certainly 
true, but there is a different 
reality that is expanding rapidly 
on the earth: the reality of the 
Kingdom of God. Nations that 
have previously been totally 
unreached with the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ are exploding with 
church growth. There 
are 5 “hot spots” 
where the Church is 
g r o w i n g 
exponentially:


1 . C h i n a h a s a 
population of over 
one billion people. Estimates 
put the church at 300,000,000 
believers and growing despite 
the persecution. 

2. India is the second largest 
country in the world with over 
a bi l l ion people and an 
e s t i m a t e d 2 0 0 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0 
christians.  Persecution has 
been rising greatly, but the 
church continues to grow.

3.Brazil Right now, 40% of 
people in Brazil are authentic 
believers in Christ. Brazil is in 
the midst of revival!  Biblically 
and historically, there are 3 
recognizable signs of revival: 
first, awakening in the Church, 
where believers repent and 

turn to their first love; second, 
unbelievers get saved in 
massive numbers; and lastly, 
reformation of society takes 
place, for example with the 
Second Great Awakening in 
America. Brazil is currently in 
the second stage of revival: 
unbelievers are getting saved, 
but they have yet to enter the 
transformative third stage.


4.Nigeria God is 
moving powerfully 
all throughout the 
continent of Africa. 
But one nation to 
highlight is Nigeria, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y a 
Nigerian apostolic 

network called the Redeemed 
Church of God. Just to give 
you an idea of their size and 
reach, every year they host a 
gathering in Lagos, Nigeria 
with 4-5 million people and are 
planting churches all over 
Europe as well as 2,000 
churches in the U.S.

5. Indonesia is the world’s 
largest Muslim nation by 
population, but the majority 
are not intensely devout about 
Islam, providing fertile ground 
for the Gospel.  The church 
is exploding in this nation, 
and now 35% of Indonesia 
is now born-again and 
hungry for God.
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The church 
on the move 
around the 

world!
